A health system based
on primary health care will:

1. build on the Alma-Ata
principles of equity, universal
access, community participation,
and intersectoral approaches;

2. take account of broader
population health issues,
reflecting and reinforcing public
health functions;

1. Behind these elements lies a
series of basic objectives that
should be formulated in national
policies in order to launch and
sustain primary health-care
(PHC) as part of a compre-
hensive health system and
coordination with other sectors.

2. Improvement in the level of
health care of the community.

3. Favorable population growth
structure.

4. Reduction in the prevalence
of preventable, communicable
and other disease.
