Passive (Honorific) FIRST LEVEL

The passive form is used to speak from the speaker's perspective / to keep the subject "I". (He told me - | was told by him). It is also used to

express your feelings (like you are a victim) towards someone/else’s action (upset, happy, embarrassed, etc.) or you're trying to think from the

victim’s POV. {[0!] Note: the passive form is often used to increase the level of politeness.
